BYU head coach Dave Rose has led BYU to one of the most successful runs in program history since taking over in 
2005. His career record of 232-76 ranks him second in BYU history in total victories and first in winning percentage 
(.753). Rose has been named conference coach of the year three times, district coach of the year twice, led the 
Cougars to four conference titles, six NCAA Tournament appearances, two NIT appearances, six 25-win seasons 
and nine 20-win seasons. In 2010, he led BYU to its first NCAA Tournament win in 17 years and the Cougars have 
also won at least one postseason game in the three seasons since, including a spot in the Sweet 16 in 2011 and a 
trip to the NIT semifinals in 2013.

Kyle of all trades	
In his first season since serving a two-year mission for The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints in Russia, 
Kyle Collinsworth is averaging 14.0 points, 8.2 rebounds, 4.7 assists and 1.7 steals per game. He is proving to be 
one of the most versatile players in the WCC.
